While we have tried our best to evaluate and place this dog, no one can guarantee this dog’s behavior.  While rescue dogs can be the most loving and well behaved dogs, they also could have an unidentified side to them.  Please restrict the dog’s freedom and exposure to people (especially children) until the dog has earned it.  We believe it is essential everyone becomes familiar with the approach Cesar Millan uses.  He has written three books and his shows can be seen on the National Geographic Channel.  He teaches how to communicate clearly to the dog the behavior expected.  We believe your approach towards the dog is more important than the temperament of the dog.  If you want to have a successful experience with your dog, please become familiar with Cesar’s approach and technique.    We also strongly advise to start simple training with your dog immediately.  Use a slip collar high on the neck and introduce “heel”, “sit”, “stay” and “come”.  Reward with affection.  We also suggest you pursue having your dog become a therapy dog.  Please ask for more information.  Training is critical. 
Please review the paperwork that accompanies your dog for shots and other medical needs.  Take your dog to your veterinarian as soon as possible.  A lot of time, work and Love have been put into these dogs and we at Golden Hearts expect that they will be treated accordingly.  This dog must be kept in the house, and treated as a “member of the family.”  These dogs are rescues and have already been let down, by either necessity (death, divorce, floods) or otherwise, and they need an especially large dose of love.    And most of all love and enjoy your new dog!

If for any reason, the dog cannot be kept, the dog MUST be returned to Golden Hearts and you lose all rights to the dog.  Dogs returned after fourteen (14) days are subject to loss of adoption fee.  If there are any questions, we are always here for you.  
Legal release of liability:  All people who own a dog assume a risk as dog behavior is not predictable.  Golden Hearts and all volunteers act as an intermediary in placing dogs.  By signing this you agree to release Golden Hearts and its officers and volunteers from any and all liability that may result as a result of this adoption.
